Procedure Words in Common Use

	THIS IS
	This transmission is from the station whose name or call sign follows.

	DELTA ECHO
	Used instead of this is where there are language difficulties. (The phrase is the phonetic spelling of “de,” French for from.”)

	OVER
	An invitation to reply to your transmission.

	OUT
	Signifies the end of communications and no reply is expected.

	I SPELL
	This signifies your intention to spell the last word or group of letters phonetically.

	IN LETTERS
	The following numeral or group of numerals should be written in letters, as in “Six Forks Road.”

	IN FIGURES
	The following numeral or group of numerals should be written as figures, as in “6 Forks Road.”

	RECEIVED
	Used to acknowledge the receipt of a message.

	ROGER
	Indicates that you have received and understood the message.

	SAY AGAIN
	Used when you require a message or part of a message to be repeated or empha sized. Unless you want the whole message repeated, it is used with one of the following phrases to indicate the part of the message to be repeated:

	I SAY AGAIN
	This response to say again indicates that you are about to repeat all or part of a message.

	I READ RACK
	If a receiving station is doubtful about all or part of a message, it may repeat the message to the transmitting station. The station precedes the repetition with “I read back.”

	CORRECTION
	Spoken during the transmission of a message, indicating that an error has been made and is about to be corrected.

	WRONG
	Used by the receiving station if a message has incorrectly been repeated back.

	RADIO CHECK
	This means: “Please tell me the strength and clarity of my radio signal.” Radio checks are classed as test calls and as such must take no longer than 10 seconds.

	STATION CALLING
	Used when a station receives a call intended for it, but is uncertain of the identity of the station calling. For example: “Station calling (your boat’s name) say again your name.”
